而在學習單字的過程中，光理解字彙是不夠的，透過本書 2000多
個情境例句與相關字詞、同義詞、相似詞比較、反義詞的補充，
學生能進一步理解字彙使用的方式與情境，奠定口說的基礎。

規則、動詞規則與不規則變化，還有各種數字、日期的英文讀法。
