Lately, you might have heard someone with more than one job being described as a “slashie.” The

term comes from the fact 1 when referring to such a person, we often use a slash (/) between the

two, or more, professions. So someone might be referred to as an engineer/writer or an office worker/taxi
driver/DJ.

Have you ever fallen over or spilled something on yourself in front of a large crowd of people? If you

have, I am sure you felt quite embarrassed and wished it __6 . But actually, making a fool of yourself in

front of people may not be as terrible as you think, thanks to something called the pratfall effect.

The effect was first studied in 1966 by social psychologist Elliot Aronson. Through several
experiments, Aronson discovered that people who are considered highly able or successful become
more __ 7 after they make a small mistake.

The reasoning behind this is that high-achieving people are often 8 as being in some way

above the rest of us. This view __ 9  them from us and sometimes even makes us feel resentful towards

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In 1901, during an archeological dig in the Middle East, a team of archeologists uncovered three

enormous stone pieces. When put together, these pieces formed an ancient stele (a vertical piece of stone

with writing carved into it). __ 21  Carved into the stone was the Code of Hammurabi—one of the

earliest and most complete written legal codes ever found.

Hammurabi was a king of Babylon (located in present day Iraq) who ruled from 1792 to 1750
BC. He was regarded as a just and fair ruler, who set up a comprehensive legal system for his people.
_ 22  They also set the fines and punishments for a wide range of crimes. Some of the punishments
recommended by the code would seem violent to us today, with wrong-doers having their hands, eyes,

tongue, or ears removed in punishment for a crime. __23  However, despite its often brutal punishments,

the code also provides one of the earliest examples of the principle “innocent until proven guilty.” This
makes it highly sophisticated for its time and reveals the complexity of Babylonian society.
